Joint Press Release from Airtricity and Port of Røm ø 

 

Airtricity and Port of Rømø join forces for Offshor e Wind 

Service and Maintenance Centre 

 

Airtricity, the renewable energy development divisi on of Scottish and Southern Energy 

(SSE), has signed an agreement with Port of Rømø to  develop a service and maintenance 

centre for the proposed Butendiek offshore wind far m in the German North Sea. The 

development includes buildings and shore facilities  for offshore access systems by fast 

crew tender vessels and helicopters.  

The offshore project has a capacity of 288 megawatt s (MW) and Airtricity has entered into a 

turbine reservation agreement with Siemens Wind Pow er. 

 

“The port of Rømø offers a unique location to provide fast response times for wind turbine 

maintenance both by sea transport and helicopter air lifts,” says Martin Huss, Project Director and 

General Manager at Butendiek Offshore Windpark GmbH & Co KG. “In order to guarantee more 

than 25 years of high level availability of turbines and hence energy production, the nearby setup 

of 24hrs operation and maintenance facilities is essential to the project.” Martin Huss adds that 

Port of Rømø’s open partnership approach, together with its clear commitments to the offshore 

wind industry’s requirements, ensured the agreement. 

 

The port’s current extension plans will facilitate larger and other vessel types involved in the 

installation of wind turbines and steel foundations offshore. 

 

Mikkel Gleerup, Director at Port of Rømø comments: “This represents an important agreement for 

Port of Rømø and the first in a number of other agreements to follow with other offshore wind 

companies. Airtricity is considered to be a valuable strategic partner, who have been invited 

together with others to participate in the development plans for Port of Rømø. Airtricity is a highly 

professional company with intensive insight and network in the offshore wind industry, something 

which has made others open their eyes to Port of Rømø.”  



  

   

The Butendiek project is located 34 kilometers off the island of Sylt at a water depth of 20 meters. 

Airtricity acquired the Butendiek project from the community-founded developer OSB Butendiek in 

2007. The park will consist of 80 3.6MW wind turbines. 

 

 

 

Airtricity  is the renewable energy development division of Scottish and Southern Energy (SSE).  The company has 

responsibility for the development and construction of all SSE Renewable projects across Europe, including onshore and 

offshore wind farms, hydro, marine and solar projects. The company recently received consent for two large Dutch 

offshore wind farms, West Rijn (260MW) and Breevertien II (350MW).  

Airtricity was acquired by Scottish and Southern Energy Plc in February 2008. The combined Airtricity / SSE team has 

developed 40 wind farms across Europe and North America, making it a leading wind farm developer.  Airtricity / SSE 

have almost 1,700MW of offshore wind farm capacity in Europe in construction or with consent for development. Airtricity 

and SSE’s goal is to protect the future of our planet by delivering renewable energy with passion, innovation and 

integrity.

The Port of Rømø  is an independent part of municipality Tønder. The Port was opened for the first time in 1964, where it 

was owned by the Danish state. Since then the Port has primarily been known for fishery activities and the ferry line to 

the German island Sylt. After the port was taken over in 2001 by the municipality, there have been several development 

initiatives, especially in tourism. Since 2005 the main focus of the port has shifted from two to four main categories: 

offshore, industry, cruise and marina. The present development plan, with focus on the offshore wind industry, includes 

port extension with more than 600 meters of new quay and 250,000m² of new land areas. Further information is available
